CHAPTER-VIU 

MICELLANEOUS 

37. Power to make rules: 
(1) TJ:.e State Government may, after previous publication,. 

by notification, make rules to carry out the purposes of this 
Act. 

(2) In particular and without prejudice to the generality or· 
the foregoing power, such rules may provide for-

(a) The method of election or nomination of members to 
the State Library Authority, the Local Library Autho­
rity, the Branch Library Committees .. and the Village· 
Service Library Committees; 

(b) The maintenance of a State Library Fund and tbe:­
City and District Library Funds; 

(c) the adiministration, inspection and management of the­
State Central library: 

(d) the maintenance of accounts by the State Library 
Authorityand the Local Authority and the publication 
of audited statement of accounts and the reports oi 
auditors; 

(e) the grants-in aid to aided libraries and the standards­
to be maintained by such libraries; 

(f) the mainten.mce of State Registers of Libraries, and. 
of Librarians; 

{g) the constitution of committees by the State Library· 
Authority and the Local Library Authorties; 

.. 
{g) the restrictions and conditions subject to which the-

Stat Library Authority or a Local Library Authority 
may enter into contracts, or acquire, hold or dispose:­

of property. 
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(3) Every rule made under this Act shall, as soon as or may 
be after it is made, be laid before the State Legislature while 
it is in session for a total period of thirty days which may be 
comprised in one session or in two or more sessions and it 
before the expiry of the session in which it is so laid or the 
sessions immediately following the house agrees in making any 
modification in the rules or the House agrees that the rule 
should not be made, the rule shall thereafter have effect Jnly 
in such modified from or be of no effect, as the case may be so 
however, that any such modification or annulment shall be 
without prejudice to the validity of anything previously done 
under that rule. 

38. Power of State Library Authority and Local Authority to 
make bye-laws : 

(1) The State Library Authority and every Local Library 
Authority may subject to the provisions of this Act and the 
rules made thereunder and with the previous sanction of the 
State Governmen, by notification, make bye-laws generally to 
carry out the purposes of this Act. 

(2) In particular and without prejudice to the generality of 
the foregoing power, such bye-laws may provide for all or any 
of the following matters, namely-

( a) the adimission of the public to the public libraries 
under the control of the State Library Authority or 

the Locallibrrary Authority subject to such cond,­
tions as may be specified in such bye-laws; 

Provided that no fees shall be charged for such admission; 

(b) the guarantee or security to be furnished by persons 
desiring to use such libraries against injury to, or 
misuse, or destruction or loss of the property of such 
libraries; 

(c) the manner in which the properity of such libraries 
may by used and the protection of such property from 
injury, misuse, destruction or loss 

(d) the authority to be exercised by the offcers and staff 
of the State Library Authority or the Local Library 
Authority for the purpose of exclusion or removal 
from any such library of any person who contravenes 
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or does not comply with any provisions of this Act or 
any rule or bye-laws made thereunder; 

(e) the manner in which the Library &: Information 
Science education and for continuing educati.on for 
Library Professionals in the state may be introduced. 

(3) Every bye-law made under this section shall be subject 
to the condition of previous publication for a period of not 
less then thirty days. and such publication shall be in the 
official Gazette and in such other manner as may be 
prescribed. 

(4) The State Government may by notification modify or 
-cancel any bye-law made by State Library Authority or a 
Local Library Authority under this section. 

Provided that before modifying or cancelling any bye­
law, the State Government shall give the State Library Autho­
rity or the Local Library Authority concerned a reasonable 
opportunity to make its representations in the matter. 
39. Offences and penalties : Whoever-

(a) in a public library or other institution maintained 
under this Act, acts in any manner likely to cause 
annoyance or disturbance to any person uaing such 
library or institution, or behaves in disorderly manner 
or uses violent or abusive language in aay such 
library or institution ; 

(b) after due warning persists in remaining therein beyond 
the hours fixed for closing, 

-shall be liable to be removed from such library or institution 
and shall also be punishable with fine which may extend to 
rupees one hundred and for a second or subsequent offence 
with fine which may extend to rupees five hundred. 

·40. Control or Local Library Authorities by Government : 

(I) It is obligatory on the part of every District and Local 
Library Authority to take all steps so as to implement the 
provisions of this Act. 

(2) If, at any time, it appears to the State Government 
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that a Local Library Authority has failed to perform its 
functions or has exceeded or abused any of the powers con­
ferred upon it by or under this Act, the State Government 
may communicate the particulars thereof to the Local Library 
Authority and if the Local Library Authority omits to remedy 
such failure, excess ot abuse or to give an explanation which 
in the opinion of the State Government is not satisfactory 
within such time as the State Government may fix in this be­
half, the State Government may supersede the Local Library 
Authority for such period as the State Government may 
direct. 

(3) If a Local Library Authority is superseded-

(a) all the powers and duties of the Authority shall 
during the period of supersession, be exercised and 
performed by such person or persons as the State 
Government may from time to time appoint in this 
behalf; 

(b) all property vested in the Local Library Authority 
shall during the period of supersession vest in the 
State Government; and 

(c) on the expiry of the period of supersession, the Local 
Library Authority shall be reconstituted in the manner 
provided in this Act. 

41. Liability of members for loss, waste or misapplication : 

(I) Every member of a Local Library Authority shall be 
personally liable for the loss, waste or misapplication of any 
money or other property of the Authority to which he has 
been a party or which has been caused by his misconduct or 
neglect of his duty as a member. 

(2) If after giving the member or members concerned a 
reao;onable opportunity for showing cause to the contrary 
the State Librarian is satisfied that the loss waste or misappli­
cation of any money or other property of the Local Libsary 
Authority is a direct consequence of misconduct or neglect on 
on his or their part. the State Librarian shall by order 

in writing direct such member/members to pay to the Local 
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Library Authority before a specified date, the amount required­
to reimburse it for such loss, waste or misapplication. 

(3) If the amount is not so paid, it shall be recoverable as. 
an arrear of land revenue. 

(4) An appeal shall lie from the decision of the State­
Librarian to the Punjab Revenue Appellate Tribunal within 
such period as may be prescribed and the decision of the· 
Punjab Revenue Appellate Tribunal on such appeal shall be 
final. 
42. Members and employees of Library Authorities to be­
Public Servants : 

Every member of the State Library Authority or a Local· 
Library Authority and every officer and staff employed under 
such authority shall be deemed to be a public servant within­
the meaning of Section 21 of the Indian Penal Code, 
43. Savings of Validity of acts and proceedings : 

No act done or proceedings taken under this Act shall be· 
questioned merely on the ground-

(a) of any vacancy or defect in the constitution or any· 
Committee thereof; or 

(b) of any defect or -irregularity in such act or proceedings­
not affecting lhe merit~ of the case. 

44. Provisions relating to suits, etr. : 

(l) No suit or other legal proceeding shall ·be instituted, 
against the State Library Authority or a Local Library Autho­
rity or any of its officers or any person acting under its­
direction until the expiry of two months next after notice in 
writing shall have been delivered or left at the office of the· 
Authority or at the place of abode of such officer nr person;· 
such notice shall state the cause of action, the relief sought, 
the amount of compensation, if any claimed, and the name· 
and, place of abode the intending plaint iff. 

(2) No suit or other legal proceedings shall lie against the 
State Government, the State Librarian, the State Library· 
Authority or a Local Library Authority or any member,. 
officer, staff or agent of such Authority acting under its dircc~ 
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tion, in respect of anything done or intended to have been 
done lawfully and in good faith under this Act or any rule, 

,bye-law or order made thereunder. 

45. Power to remove difficulties : 
If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the proVISIOns of 

this Act, the State Government may, by order, make such 
provisions as appear to it to be necessary or expedient for 
removing the difficulty. 

46. Amendment of the Press and Registration of Books Act 

1867: 
The Press and Registration of Books Act, 1867 (Central 

Act XXV of 1867) shall, in its application to the State of 
Raryana be amended as follows : 

(i) in the first paragraph of section 9, for clause (a) the 
following clause shall be substituted, namely : 

(a) "in any case, within one calendar month after the 
day on which any such book shall first be deli­
vered out ofthe press, three such copies, and". 

(ii) in the last paragraph of section 9, for clause (i), the 
following clause shall be substituted, namely : 

(1) "any second or subsequent edition of a book 
with additions or alterations either in the letter­

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Haryana in 
the Fortieth Year of the Repubile of Indta as follows :-

Short title, extent and commencement 

1. (l) This Act may be called the Haryana Public­
Libraries Act, 1989. 

(2) Jt extends to the whole of the State of Haryana. 

(3} It shall come into force on such date as the State 
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Government may, be notification, in the Official Gazette­
appoint. 

Definitions 

2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires.-

(a) ''Authority" means the State Library Authority cons­
tituted under sub-section (I} of section 4;

(i} every volume, part or division of a volume, be it a.

video;audio cassette or a photograph ; 

(ii) every sheet of music, map, chart or plan separately· 
printed or lithographed;

(c) "book service" means reference service, lending out 
books to members of Public Libraries, helping groups.

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Contribution and Establishment of Authority 

4. (I) With effect from such date as the State Government 
may, by notification, specify in this behalf, the State Govern­
ment shall establish, for the purpose of this Act, an authority 
to be known as State Library Authority, with headquarters at 
such place as the State Government may specify.

(h) the Secretary, State Development and Panchayat 
Department; 

(i) the Direetor of Public Relations; 

(j) the Librarian of the Civil Secretariat, Haryaoa; 

(k) the State Librarian; 

(/) the Vice-Chancellors of all Universities in the· 
State; 

(m) the Chairman or President, State Library Asso-

ciation; 

(n) Director Libraries, who shall be the Secretary; 

a member of the State Legislative Assembly incrested 
in library development to be nominated by the State 

Government; 
(iii) not more than four non-official members having 
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special knowledge of libraries to be nominated by the 
Chairman of the Authority. 

(3) The Authority shall advice the State Government on 
all matters mentioned under section 3 and also in regard 
·to promotion and development of library service in the State. 

(4) The Authority shall meet at least once in a year.

(d) to extend library service in the urban and rural areas

(f) to co-operate with and help the subscription libraries 

in the district in accordance with the instructions of the

{h) to arrange conferences, camps and seminars of 
librarians and other library workers in the district. 

District Library Committee 
14, (I) There, shall be a district library committee for

(2) The District Library Committee shall, subject to the 
approval of the Authority, frame its rules of business and pro­
.cedure for carrying out the functions of the District Library. 

(3) The functions of a District Library Committee shall be

(c) to take all necessary steps to develop public library 
service in the district;

(c) to ensure stable financial support on a progressive­
basis; 

(d) to set up a library authority which would be respon­
sible for the staffing, administration and management 
of libraries; 

(e) to ensure permanent, uniform, efficient, expanding and· 
co-ordinated library service: 

(f) to provide free library services and make them easily 
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accessible to potential users irrespective of their 
qualifications and age.
